Our school is committed to providing our students with the knowledge, skills and strength they need to succeed – both inside and outside the classroom. As part of this commitment, we are asking all of our freshman students, including your child, to participate in an online alcohol prevention program, AlcoholEdu® for High School. Developed by prevention experts at Outside The Classroom in conjunction with Mothers Against Drunk Driving, this interactive course delivers a science-based, interactive prevention experience about alcohol and focuses on healthy decision-making strategies for youth.
