Students, parents, and teachers all look forward to these events in anticipation of it being a great time for everyone involved.


Unfortunately, the end of year events can sometimes become extremely unpleasant or even devolve into a terrible tragedy. Obviously, I am speaking of the propensity for some people to associate alcohol or drugs with proms, after prom parties, or graduation ceremonies. I encourage all students to make good decisions in this regard. 


I have firm and fair expectations for those attending the proms. People who violate the school rules regarding substance use will be subject to all the penalties that apply.
