Dear Parents:


In the coming weeks and months students and staff at Concord-Carlisle High School will be practicing a variety of safety drills. These drills include fire alarm evacuations, indoor evacuations, lock-downs and shelter-in-place.

The drill known as a “lock-down” requires students to sit quietly in a safe place in their rooms for approximately fifteen to twenty minutes.  The drill prepares us for the unlikely scenario that a dangerous intruder enters the building during the school day. “Shelter-in-place” is a similar drill that requires students to remain in their rooms in the event that there are hazardous conditions outside of the building.

I am sure that the students and staff will do a very good job fulfilling their responsibilities during these drills.  They will return to their normal studies immediately after the drills are completed.  

These drills will involve the Concord Police and Fire Departments and will follow the emergency response procedures that the Concord Public Schools have developed with its public safety partners over the past few years.
